GROUNDS
1. Hon’ble Commission wide order dt. 10.09.2021 in OP No. 18/2021 has directed TCED to submit proposal before Hon’ble Commission for One Time Settlement (OTS) scheme to collect long pending outstanding dues from consumers.

2. As per direction of Hon. Commission TCED has furnished age wise analysis of sundry debtors before Hon’ble Commission.

The arrears of TCED up to 2018 March 31st is calculated as Rs. 11,72,67,921/-. Detailed tabulated sheet attached as P1.

TCED is in need of the urgent fund. So proposes a reduction in the interest rate as a One time settlement scheme, to raise the fund immediately.
3. To encourage the defaulted consumers to settle the dues by availing reduced rates of interest TCED expects the long pending arrear issues could be settled down.
Thus TCED could reduce considerably the bad debts reflected in the books of accounts.

4. Application from Consumers who have litigations would be settled under this scheme only after withdrawal of cases from courts.
5. Fixed charge/demand charge will be limited to six months after disconnection even dismantling could not occur due to practical reasons.  No charges will be levied after date of such dismantling except for rental charges and other liability cases.  Consumers should submit fresh application for new connection if reconnection of services is needed in the dismantled cases.
6. In compliance the regulation 136(5) of Kerala Electricity Supply Code 2014 TCED proposes One time settlement with the following reduction in interest rates.

Arrears up to 15 and more years

TCED is intending to cover the arrears up to 2018 March by this OTS Scheme.

Publicity

TCED proposes to start the scheme from January 2023 for 4 months to collect the arrear Electricity demands.


TCED is intending to give intimation to all consumers about the scheme by local news papers cable TV, FM Radio, so that consumers can avail this facility smoothly.

Prayer
1. Hon’ble Commission may kindly approve One time settlement scheme to be implemented for the consumers of TCED from 01.01.2023 to 4 months.
